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Chapter 1 Introduction

1.1 Product Introduction
Mobile wireless component, as a part of mobile video recorder, is used for installing 3G/4G SIM
card and connecting 3G/4G and Wi-Fi antennas.

Note
Not all the mobile video recorders have this component. It is only applicable to some models.

1.2 Overview
Refer to the figure below for the component overview.

• The supported Wi-Fi antenna interfaces are different for the components of different recorders.

The figure above is for reference only. The actual component prevails.
• The silkscreens on the components of different recorders are different. The actual silkscreens

prevail.
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Chapter 2 Install SIM Card

Pluggable 3G/4G wireless communication module is designed for the device. Install SIM card to
realize wireless communication.

Before You Start
Prepare SIM card and L-shaped screwdriver.

Steps

Note
Some models support dual SIM cards. The installation method is same with that of one SIM card.
This section takes example of one SIM card installation.

1. Wear antistatic gloves.
2. Use L-shaped screwdriver to unfasten and remove the two screws fixing the 3G/4G module.
3. Pull out the 3G/4G module.

Figure 2-1 Pull out Module
4. Press the button on the SIM card slot and then pull the SIM card tray out.
5. Place the SIM card on SIM card tray with the metal side facing upwards.
6. Insert the SIM card tray back to SIM card slot.
7. Install the 3G/4G module back to the device and fasten the screws.

What to do next
Connect 3G/4G antenna to 3G/4G antenna interface.
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Chapter 3 Install Antenna

• Connect 3G/4G antenna, main Wi-Fi antenna, and aux Wi-Fi antenna to the corresponding
interfaces of the component.

• Place antenna vertically with its signal receiving end facing upward.
• If the cable is too long, you can roll them up to prevent signal receiving from being affected.
• Install 3G/4G antenna in vehicle windshield, seat backrest, or other non-metallic objects. Keep

away from metal objects for at least 50 cm.
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
